Workshop Abstract

Introduction to GIS: This workshop is a thorough overview of the concepts, functions, applications, technologies and trends associated with Geographic Information Systems (GIS). Introduction to GIS provides an excellent framework for understanding the fundamental principles of GIS design and development, and is also a building block for other workshops. Topics include spatial data and database management, hardware and software considerations, GIS applications, data resources, systems integration, project planning, education and training, and implementation. Introduction to GIS is an excellent point of entry or refresher workshop for professionals and managers in business, government, or academia who need to know more about the evolving field of GIS.

Robert J. Krumm – Rob Krumm is a Geologist and GIS Manager at the Illinois State Geological Survey (ISGS) in Champaign, IL.  He manages the Geospatial Analysis and Modeling Section, a group that supports the GIS, database and IT infrastructure resources for the agency.  Rob has worked with GIS technology since 1983 and his work experience includes positions at the ISGS and at ESRI.  He holds B.S. and M.S. degrees in Geography from Southern Illinois University and his interests include working with GIS technology to address a variety of issues, project management, teaching people about GIS technology, user training, and web accessibility to geospatial databases.  A member of URISA and the Geological Society of America, Rob is President-elect of the Illinois GIS Association.  As an ILGISA member, he has coordinated several ILGISA workshops including All About Digital Data, GIS Implementation Issues, and Introduction to LIDAR.  He has presented Introduction to GIS workshops and hands-on GIS training for several groups including city/county government employees, high school science teachers, and K-12 teachers.  Along with Dr. Barry Wellar, he has co-presented the URISA Introduction to GIS workshop at the 2001 and 2002 national conferences. 

Bill Wiesepape – Bill Wiesepape is the GIS Lab Manager at GEC, Inc. in Baton Rouge Louisiana.
